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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

This FY 1995 update of ACIR's biennial report on the characteristics 
of the federal grant system includes all programs funded and available to 
state and local governments as of January 1, 1995. It also identifies major 
changes in the basic features of the grants and the grant system. 

The total number of federal grants to state and local governments 
increased from 594 to 634 between 1993 and 1995, and grant outlays rose 
18 percent, from $194 billion to $228 billion. The entire growth between 
1993 and 1995 was in categorical grants-from 578 to 61 8, with the 
largest numbers of new grants in natural resources and environment (lo), 
income security (8), and health (7). 

We now have the largest number of categorical grant programs in his- 
tory. Of the $22.8 billion in federal grant funds, 89 percent flows through 
categoricals. Of the programs created between FY 1993 and FY 1995, 
more than two-thirds are funded at less than $10 million. Only three new 
programs had over $100 million; two programs had over $50 million; and 
1 5 programs were funded at between $10 million and $50 million. 

Continuing a recent trend, Medicaid growth was a principal cause of 
the outlay increase, rising 17 percent from $75.8 billion to $88.4 billion 
(estimated). However, the disaster assistance programs of the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency registered the largest proportionate 
increase, 108 percent, from $1.8 billion to $3.8 billion (estimated). 

There were no block grants added for FY 1995. The number has 
remained at 15 since FY 1992. For FY 1996, however, the prospects are 
for a major shift toward consolidating categorical grants and vastly 
increasing the fbnding delivered by blocks. President Clinton's FY 1996 
budget proposes combining 271 existing categoricals into 27 new "perfor- 
mance partnership" programs. 

In addition, the Congress is considering other block grant proposals, 
such as 70 welfare, child care, and child protection programs in a new wel- 
fare reform package; and block grants for local government to replace sev- 
eral law enforcement and crime prevention programs created by the 1994 
crime bill, food and nutrition, and training and education. 

This year, 35 programs listed are exclusively for Indian tribes. In 
addition, the main listing of grants identifies 5 block and 1 13 categorical 
grants for which tribes are eligible with states and localities.

INTRODUCTION 

As part of its multivolume report on the intergovernmental grant sys- 
tem in 1975, the Advisory Commission on Intergovernmental Relations 
(ACIR) identified, counted, and examined the characteristics of federal 
categorical grant-in-aid programs to state and local governments. 
Although there had been earlier compilations of federal assistance pro- 
grams, ACIR was the first to focus exclusively on categorical grants and 
portray an accurate picture of the federal grant system. 

ACIR updated the report at regular intervals (1 978, 198 1, 1984, 1987, 
1989, 1991, and 1993). The later reports were broadened to list and 
describe the characteristics of block grants and General Revenue Sharing. 
This FY 1995 update includes all the federal grant programs funded and 
available to state and local governments as of January 1, 1995. It also iden- 
tifies major changes in the basic features of the grants system. 

Federal grants-in-aid to state and local governments have changed 
dramatically in type, number, dollar amount, and other characteristics 
since 1966. Until then, all federal grants were for narrow categorical pro- 
grams with specific purposes and tight federal spending requirements. In 
1966, the first block grant was enacted to authorize a broader range of 
spending by state and local governments, providing greater latitude for 
decisionmaking by states and localities. 

The number of block grants grew to 15 in 1995. For the most part, the 
growth has been gradual, with the exception of a sharp increase from 6 to 
12 between 198 1 and 1984. This surge was largely the result of the 1981 
Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act, which consolidated 77 categorical 
programs into new or revised block grants. Since then, a net of only 3 
blocks has been added, with no change in the last 3 years. 

There have been significant changes in the amount of grant outlays 
fiom FY 1975 to FY 1995. More than 70 percent of the money in the grant 
system has been distributed through categorical programs, but block grants 
have carved out a 10-1 5 percent portion. In general, about three-fourths of 
all grant aid is distributed by formulas, with the rest distributed on a dis- 
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cretionary basis by federal agencies. Medicaid, the largest formula pro- 
gram, accounts for about 39 percent of all grant outlays. 

Comparing categorical grants in FY 1993 and FY 1995 by function 
(Table 5), the largest net number of new grants (Exhibit 1) were natural 
resources and environment (lo), income security (8), and health (7). In the 
natural resources and environment group, seven new programs were for 
pollution control and abatement. Several of the new health programs dealt 
with substance abuse, mental health, and women and children's concerns. 
The new income security programs featured housing assistance, nutrition, 
and refugee and entrant assistance. 

The grants dropped between 1993 and 1995 were spread over a vari- 
ety of activities, with more than one each in asbestos hazards, the home- 
less, and substance abuse. 

The grant system was simplified in the 1970s and early 1980s, giving 
states and localities more discretion in the use of h d s .  Grant consolida- 
tion spurted in the early 1980s but has shown little movement since then, 
although it is often mentioned in connection with proposals for the federal 
government to devolve more responsibility to the states. 

Categorical programs remain the main focus of federal grant-in-aid 
expansion. Project grants continue to show the greatest growth among the 
categoricals and constitute the highest percentage of such grants. 

General Revenue Sharing funds that could be spent with virtually no 
restrictions were distributed by statutory formula to state governments 
fiom 1972 to 198 1 and to local governments from 1972 to 1986. Revenue 
Sharing declined fiom 15.9 percent of total outlays in 1973 to 4.6 percent 
in 1986. 
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GRANT PROGRAMS IN 1995 

The number of federal grants to state and local governments 
increased from 593 to 633 between 1993 to 1995, continuing the upward 
trend of the past decade. The entire growth was in categorical grants- 
from 578 to 61 8, an increase of 40. No block grants were added. 

Categorical grants provide aid for specific narrowly defined activi- 
ties. Blockgrants are for broad functional areas, and the funds may be used 
at the recipients' discretion. 

We now have the largest number of categorical grant programs in his- 
tory. Of the $22.8 billion in federal grant funds, 89 percent flows through 
categoricals. Of the programs created between FY 1993 and FY 1995, 
more than two-thirds are funded at less than $10 million. Only three new 
programs had over $100 million; two programs had over $50 million; and 
15 programs were funded at between $10 million and $50 million. 

The numbers of funded federal categorical and block grant programs 
available to state and local governments in selected years from FY 1975 to 
FY 1995 are shown in Table 1. 

The 61 8 categorical programs funded as of January 1995 mark the 
largest number since this series was started in FY 1975, when they totaled 
422. They rose to 534 in 198 1, dropped to 392 between 198 1 and 1984,

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and since then have gone steadily upward. For FY 1989 to FY 1993, the 
number of categoricals rose from 478 to 578, or 21 percent. 

The 61 8 categorical programs for FY 1995 represent an increase of 
40, or 7 percent, over the 578 programs for FY 1993. During 1993-94, 64 
categorical programs were added and 24 were either abolished or consoli- 
dated, or their funding was withheld for FY 1995 (see Exhibits 1 and 2). 
Most of the new grants were narrowly drawn and small in dollar terms. 

Figure 1 traces the history of block grants since the first one, the 
Partnership for Health Program, was initiated in FY 1966. There have been 
1 5 blocks since FY 1992. 

Dollar outlays for grants to state and local governments for selected 
years from 1975 to 1995 are shown in Table 2 and Figures 2 and 3. They 
are taken from budget documents of the Office of Management and 
Budget, supplemented for FY 1995 with estimates from the 1994 Catalog 
of Federal Domestic Assistance. These are the best available fiscal data on 
grants, although the classifications are slightly different from ACIR's. In

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the OMB format, "general purpose" includes shared revenues and pay- 
ments to Puerto Rico and the District of Columbia. "Broad-based" 
includes, in addition to block grants, such items as school impact aid and 
customs forfeiture. The changing mix in the three classes of grants is 
shown in the table. 

The middle part of Table 2 and Figure 3 show grant outlay figures 
adjusted for inflation (1 987=100.0). While outlays rose uninterruptedly 
(although at varying speeds) in current dollars from 1975 through 1995, 
they reached an early peak in 1978 in constant dollars ($129.2 billion), 
after which they declined through 1984 and had not regained their 1978 
level by 199 1. With a big jump forward, however, they reached $1 56.8 bil- 
lion in 1993 and an estimated $ l 80.2 billion in l 995 ($228 billion in cur- 
rent dollars). 

Table 3 shows grant outlays to states and locaties by function and 
subfunction for FY 1989, FY 1993, and FY 1995 (estimated). Most promi- 
nent is Medicaid, which rose from 28.4 percent of total outlays in 1989 to 
39.1 percent in 1993 and declined slightly to 38.8 percent in 1995 (estimat- 
ed). In 1975, Medicaid represented only 14 percent of total grant outlays. 

With Medicaid's overwhelming impact on the total grant picture, 
some functions diminished in relative importance while several others 
more than held their own in absolute dollar figures between FY 1989 and 
FY 1995. Income security expenditures rose by $22.6 billion (69 percent); 
education, training, employment, and social services by $14.1 billion (64 
percent); and transportation by $6.6 billion (36 percent). Although at lower 
funding levels, community and regional development went up $5.2 billion 
(129 percent); and agriculture dropped about $500 million (about 36 per- 
cent). Figure 4 shows the relative importance of the major functions in the 
total outlay pieture. 

From the bottom set of figures in Table 2, it is apparent that categori- 
c a l ~  dominate the general types of grants, with 89 percent of total outlays 
for 1995. This dominance has grown steadily, especially since 1984. 

CATEGORICAL GRANTS: 
MAJOR FEATURES AND TRENDS 

Categorical grants are directed at specific, narrowly defined activities 
and are distributed in one of the following ways: 

Formula-a legislative or administrative formula. A formula grant with 
open-end reimbursement means that the federal government matches all 
approved expenditures without limit. 

Project-at the discretion of the administrator; sometimes called discre- 
tionary grants.

Formula-Based vs. Project Grants 

The number of project grants increased at a slower rate than the nurn- 
ber of formula-based grants between 1993 and 1995, dropping from 72.5 
percent to 72.2 percent of total categoricals. Even so, on the basis of num- 
ber of grants, the federal government relied appreciably more heavily on 
project grants in 1995 than in 1975. The breakdown of the major types of 
categoricals is shown in Table 4 and Figure 5. 

' The Changing Functional Mix 

Comparing categorical grants in FY 1993 and FY 1995 by function 
(Table 5), the largest net number of new grants (Exhibit 1) were for natural 
resources and environment (lo), income security (a), and health (7). In the 
natural resources and environment group, 7 new programs were for pollu- 
tion control and abatement. Several of the new health programs dealt with 
substance abuse,. mental health, and women's and children's concerns. The 
new income security programs featured housing assistance, nutrition, and 
refugee and entrant assistance. 

The grants that were dropped between 1993 and 1995 (Exhibit 2) were 
spread over a variety of activities, with more than one each for asbestos 
hazards, the homeless, and substance abuse.

Other Trends 

In the FY 1993-1 995 period, the proportion of programs requiring 
state or local matching funds changed only slightly, dropping from 51.6 
percent to 49.8 percent (Table 6, page 18) 

As would be expected, changes in the breakdown of grants by depart- 
ment or agency reflect the changing functional mix (Table 7). The Public 
Health Service and the Department of Commerce had the greatest increas- 
es in the number of grant programs. The greater apparent increases in sev- 
eral of the non-Public Health Service programs of the Department of 
Health and Human Services are explained largely by departmental reorga- 
nization. 

As usual, most of the new programs were relatively small in terms of 
funding. The median of estimated obligations for these programs in FY 
1995 was $4.2 million. The mean was $1 8.1 million, showing the effect of 
a few larger budget programs, such as Hope for Public and Indian Housing 
Homeownership, $266.8 million (CFDA 14.858); Family Preservation and 
Support Services, $1 50 million (CFDA 93 S56); and Lead-Based Paint 
Hazard Control Program, $142 million (CFDA 14.900). 

Over the years, there has been some shifting in the proportion of cate- 
gorical grant programs directed to various types of recipients (Table 8). In 
the past two years, the percentages going to state governments exclusively 
and to local governments exclusively rose noticeably, while those going to 
the two other categories of eligible recipients receded. As shown in Table 
8, the drop in the proportion of programs directed at the state, local, Indian, 
and nonprofit groups reverses the general trend of the past 20 years. 

BLOCK GRANTS: RECENT TRENDS AND PROSPECTS 

Block grants, which are used for broad functional areas, are distrib- 
uted by statutory formula and may be used at the recipient's discretion. 
Most block grants are awarded to state governments, but a few go directly 
to others, including many local governments and Indian Tribes (e.g., 
Community Development Block Grant), and transit authorities (Transit 
Capital and Operating Assistance). 

As shown in Figure 1, the number of block grants grew fiom one in 
FY 1966 to 15 in FY 1995. For the most part, the growth has been gradual, 
with the exception of a sharp increase fiom 6 to 12 between 198 1 and 1984 
(Table 1). This surge was largely the result of the 1981 Omnibus Budget 
Reconciliation Act, which consolidated 77 categorical programs into new 
or revised block grants. Since then, a net of only 3 blocks has been added, 
with no change in the last 3 years. Dollanvise, as seen in Table 2, blocks 
have never exceeded 15 percent of total grant outlays and have remained at 
about 1 0 percent since 1 989.

For FY 1996, however, the prospects are for a major shift toward 
block grants, consolidating categorical grants and vastly increasing the 
funding delivered by blocks. President Clinton's FY 1996 budget proposes 
combining 271 existing categoricals into 27 new "performance partner- 
ship" programs-at least 7 of which would appear to be block grants. 
Indications are that the Administration may suggest other block initiatives. 

In addition, the Congress is considering other block grant proposals, 
such as 70 welfare, child care, and child protection programs in a new wel- 
fare reform package; and block grants for a local government to replace 
several law enforcement and crime prevention programs created by the 
1994 crime bill, food and nutrition block grant, and training and education. 

Block grants have different pros and cons for state and local govern- 
ments and for the federal government. States and localities value the 
greater simplicity in applying for and administering grant funds, but the 
major appeal of block grants is the flexibility to use federal resources most 
effectively, efficiently, and equitably in meeting the problems of their 
jurisdictions. For localities, flexibility may be limited if the federal funds 
are passed through the state governments and the states place their own 
restrictions on the funds. Also, if local governments have to apply for state 
funding, some face the possibility of being rejected or getting less than 
they might expect to receive directly from the federal government. 

From the federal standpoint, block grants (1) are much simpler to 
administer than categoricals, (2) encourage creativity and innovation, and 
(3) avoid the deadening effects of excess regulation and potential penal- 
ties. On the other hand, they are less likely than categorical grants to 
ensure achievement of a precisely targeted objective, and history suggests 
that they are more vulnerable to cuts in funding. 

In the current climate of federal deficit reduction, block grants are 
favored by some as a way of putting a ceiling on expenditures from open- 
ended entitlement programs (mostly social services and health). While fed- 
eral spending could thus be successfully controlled, another consequence 
could be to shift open-ended funding responsibility to state and local gov- 
ernments, or to make them responsible for closing the programs to quali- 
fied recipients. 

This year, for the first time, this report (1) lists federal grant-in-aid 
programs available exclusively or primarily to Indian Tribal Governments 
(Table 9), and (2) adds a new eligibility category for Indian Tribes to the 
main listing of grants at the back of this report. A number of the grants 
available to state and local governments also are available to Indian Tribes. 
However, the 35 programs listed in Table 9 are especially designed for the 
Indian Tribes and are available to them in addition to the other programs.

METHODOLOGY 

In counting grant-in-aid programs to state and local governments, 
ACIR uses a slightly modified version of the definition used by the Ofice 
of Management and Budget (OMB) in its instructions to executive agen- 
cies for preparing and submitting budget estimates (Circular A- 11, August 
4, 1993, Sec. 25.2). OMB defines grants as outlays by the federal govern- 
ment in support of state or local programs of government operations or 
provision of services to the public. 

Grants include: 

Direct cash grants to state or local governmental units, other 
public bodies established under state or local law, or their 
designee; 

Payments for grants-in-kind, such as purchases of commodities 
distributed to state or local governmental institutions (e.g., 
school lunch programs); 

Payments to nongovernmental entities when such payments 
result in cash or in-kind services or products that are passed on 
to state or local governments (e.g., payments to the Corporation 
for Public Broadcasting or the American Printing House for the 
Blind); 

Payments to regional commissions and organizations that are 
redistributed at the state or local level to provide public services; 

Federal payments to state and local governments for research 
and development that is an integral part of their provision of ser- 
vices (e.g, research on crime control financed from law enforce- 
ment assistance grants-see discussion below for exclusions); 

Direct loan or loan guarantee subsidies to state or local govem- 
ments; and 
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+ Shared revenues, which (1) are computed as a percentage of the 
proceeds fiom the sale of certain federal property, products, or 
services (e.g., payments from receipts of Oregon and California 
grant lands) or (2) are tax collections by the federal government 
that are passed on to state or local governments (e.g., IRS collec- 
tions for Puerto Rico). 

Excluded under this definition are: 

+ Federal administrative expenses associated with these programs; 

+ Grants directly to profit-making institutions, individuals, and 
nonprofit institutions not covered above (e.g., payments to Job 
Corps centers and trainees); 

+ Payments for research and development not directly related to 
the provision of services to the general public (e.g., basic 
research); 

+ Payments for services rendered (e.g., utility services; training 
programs and expenses for federal employees; research and 
development conducted under contracts, grants, or agreements 
by the National Institutes of Health, the National Science 
Foundation, the Department of Energy, the National Aeronautics 
and Space Administration, and the Department of Defense); and 

+ Federal grants to cover administrative expenses for regional 
bodies and other funds not redistributed to the states, or their 
subordinate jurisdictions (e.g., the administrative expenses of the 
Appalachian Regional Commission). 

The OMB definition is used in this report with the following excep- 
tions: shared revenues and loan subsidies have been excluded, and pro- 
grams of aid to institutions of higher education have been included only if 
the aid is exclusively to public institutions of higher education or if state or 
local governments have a role in the process. 

Funded programs meeting these criteria were identified in the update 
to the 1994 Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (OMB-GSA, 
December 1994), which is a compendium of federal programs, projects, 
services, and activities that provide assistance or benefits to the American 
public. The basic catalog is issued each June, with an update in December. 
The ACIR report usually is based on the June issue, which reflects more 
fully the legislative activity of the previous calendar year. 

This report, however, is based on the December 1994 catalog in order 
to make a timely presentation of the grant picture in the early months of 
1995 when the 104th Congress is focusing considerable attention on feder- 
al-state programs, particularly block grants. Consequently, this report does 
not represent the full effect of legislation passed on 1994. For example, it 
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does not include the changes in the categorical and block grant picture cre- 
ated by the Community-Based Family Program law (P.L. 103-252) and the 
Improving American Schools Act (P.L. 103-382), neither of which had 
been fully reported to the catalog agency as of April 1995. 

Programs appearing in the catalog in December 1994 and not in June 
1993 were checked against their legislative authorization (or executive 
order) to make certain that new programs conformed to the rule followed 
in this ACIR series, that is, that each separately counted program must 
have a separate legislative authorization. The source for the legislative 
authorization was the United States Code, 1988 Edition, Supplement V, 
1993, and United States Code, Congressional and Administrative News, 
1 O3rd Congress, 1994.

Budget Subfunction-These are the subfunctional categories and num- 
bers that appear in the 1994 Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance, 
Appendix 111. For example, Budget Function 500 is Education, Training, 
Employment, and Social Services. Subfunction 501 is Elementary, 
Secondary, and Vocational Education. 

Grant Typ+Formula grants determine allotments by formula. Project 
grants require competitive applications. In some cases, competition for 
project grant funds is constrained by a formula (e.g., how much money 
applicants within each state may receive). These are formula/project 
grants. Seventeen of the 172 formula-based grant entries are marked with 
an asterisk to indicate their open-end character. 

Formula Data Elements-The first 13 are major categories of statistical 
series used in formula grants, identified as of FY 1984 by the U.S. General 
Accounting Office in Grants Formulas: A Catalog of Federal Aids to 
States and Localities (Washington, DC, 1 987, GAOIHRD-87-28). ACIR 
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has applied the GAO classification to new programs between FY 1984 and 
FY 1995, and added the last two elements. 

Federal Share-The numbers indicate the maximum percentage of pro- 
gram costs to be paid by federal funds. The number 100 indicates a grant 
with no matching requirement; it does not mean the federal grant covers 
100 percent of the cost of the program or activity. The CS (cost shared) 
category includes all grants for which some recipient contribution is 
required, but the amount is not specified. In such cases, the match may be 
negotiated or set by the appropriate agency head. Other symbols are used 
to indicate when a matching ratio is variable for different recipients, 
changes over time, or is different for different activities or types of recipi- 
ents. 

Agency-These are the administering agencies for each grant. Except for 
the Department of Health and Human Services, subdepartmental units are 
not indicated. 

CFDA Number-This is the number assigned the program in the 1994 
Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance. For example, CFDA numbers for 
Budget Subfunction 501, Elementary, Secondary, and Vocational 
Education, include a new program, 84.078-Special Education-Post 
Secondary Education Programs for Persons with Disabilities.
